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1). Each game will last four innings. If a team is ahead by 10 points, or more, after the completion of the
3™ inning, they will be declared the winner of that game. If needed, additional innings will be played in a
sudden death format.

2). Teams can play with a minimum of 7 players and a maximum of 15 players. All players must be on
the original registration roster. After the 1 inning, rosters are closed.

3). Each team will receive 3 outs per inning.
4). Players can kick in any order. All players MUST kick before a player kicks again.

5). Each kicker will receive a maximum of 5 pitches. The referee will determine if additional pitches are
needed.

6). All kicks must pass the pitchers mound, and remain between the baselines to be considered fair.
7). The ball will remain live until the pitcher gets the ball.
8). No leading off and No stealing base.

9). If a fly ball is caught while someone is on base, the runner must tag the base after the ball is caught
before advancing to the next base.

10). Runners can be tagged out by being hit with the ball. However, the ball must hit the player anywhere
from the neck down. If a player is hit in the head, he/she will be considered safe. The referee will make
the final decision.

11). All referee calls are final... No exceptions!
